At Fair Foundations, your child’s safety and wellbeing are the top priorities. 

1. Keeping Children Safe
· Every child has the right to be safe and protected from harm, abuse, or neglect.
· I follow clear safeguarding procedures and stay up to date with best practices and statutory guidance.

2. My Role
· As the sole practitioner, I am also the Designated Safeguarding Lead (DSL).
· This means I am responsible for recognising concerns, responding appropriately, and taking action if a child may be at risk.

3. How I Keep Children Safe
· I hold an enhanced DBS check for working with children.
· Sessions are conducted in a safe, supervised environment.
· All personal and assessment records are stored securely and confidentially.
· Online sessions are monitored and safeguarded.

4. Reporting Concerns
· If a child is in immediate danger, I will call 999.
· If I suspect abuse or neglect, I will contact the local authority safeguarding team.
· All concerns are logged confidentially.

5. Working with Parents
· I believe in open communication with parents and carers.
· If there are concerns about a child, I will discuss them with you, unless doing so would put the child at risk.
